ITINERARY

DAY 1  KUALA LUMPUR/PENANG - 
PARO (LUNCH / DINNER)
· Meet at the airport. Check-in for your flight to Paro.

· Be on your way to Rinpung Dzong, known for its Bhutanese architecture style,
  houses the monastic body and government offices of Paro district.
· Next visit Tashichho Dzong is a Buddhist monastery and fortress of the glorious,
  popularly known as Thimphu Dzong. It is also one of the popular and biggest
  landmarks in Thimphu.

DAY 2  THIMPHU - PUNAKHA - THIMPHU (BREAKFAST / LUNCH / DINNER)
· First stop will be to Chimi Lhakhang, known as the ‘Fertility Temple’, well known for pilgrimages by those seeking 
  blessings to beget children. 
· Punakha Dzong is a fortress built in 1637 which houses various relics of historical importance. Visit the Temple for Monk 
  Blessing Ceremony and experience a number of religious rites performed by Buddhist monks and lamas.
· Next stop - Dochula Pass. Enjoy breath taking views of the snowcapped Eastern Himalayas. Then onto, Druk Wangyal 

  Chortens, the 108 memorial stupas which pay tribute to the Bhutanese soldiers who lost their lives in the war of 2003.
· Then you will be visiting Simply Bhutan Heritage, a modern living museum resembling a Bhutanese village, featuring 
  traditional cuisine, demonstrations & performances. You can try out archery, which is the national sport of Bhutan.

DAY 3  THIMPHU - PARO (BREAKFAST / LUNCH / DINNER)
· The day will start at Kuensel Phodrang (Buddha point), where you will find a gigantic 167 feet high Buddha statue 
  constructed in the mountains.

· Then, visit National Memorial Chorten, a fine display of Buddhist architecture and artwork with its gorgeous paintings, 
  golden spires and intricate sculptures.
· Next on the itinerary will be Motithang Takin Preserve (Mini Zoo), which is a wildlife reserve area for protecting takin, the 
  national animal of Bhutan.

· Bhutan Post Office Headquarters: A fun activity that you will get to do here is creating personalized postage stamps with 
  your own picture.

· Next you will visit the Traditional Handmade Paper Factory where you can watch the step by step process of traditional 
  paper making here.
· End the day with a visit to Bhutan Handicraft Emporium and Authentic Bhutanese Crafts Street to shop for Bhutan’s 
  traditional arts and crafts.

DAY 4  PARO - TIGER NEST (BREAKFAST / LUNCH / DINNER)
· First, you will visit Taktsang Monastery perched atop a rocky ledge. Pony ride is arranged for part of the journey to the 
  shrine (a total of 2 hours hike).
· Join in a photo shoot donning the Kira and Gho, Bhutan's National costume, which is one of the pride of the country. 

DAY 5  PARO - KUALA LUMPUR/PENANG (BREAKFAST / LUNCH)
· First, you will visit Kyichu Temple. It is the oldest temple in Bhutan, which built in the 7th century by King Songtsen Gampo. The 
  temple have the largest of cultural relics and become the important place for daily worship as well as the place where the famous 
  Hong Kong Actor Tony Leong and Carina Lau wedding ceremony held.
· Next, you will visit Paro National Museum. Originally known as the watchtower in town of Paro and it was renovated into the 
  National Museum. The museum houses over 3000 works of Bhutanese art depicting ancient cultural heritage of the country.
· A final last minute visit to the Local Market of Paro Town before transferring to the airport for your departure flight.

DAY 6  ARRIVE KUALA LUMPUR/PENANG
· Home sweet home.
